This Setup Guide shows you how to configure the IntelLink WiFi Intercom to connect with the
Mobile App.

Getting the Intellink App

1. Download the free “IntelLink” App from the Apple App Store, or the Google Play Store.
2. Tap the IntelLink app icon to start the mobile app.
3. Register a free account with your Email account.

Note: The mobile App requires access to the Internet via 3G/4G or Wireless network.
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. Preparing the IntelLink Intercom for Connection

Power up the Intellink Intercom
Press '{@}‘ to enter the Main Menu
Press {{3:? again to select the “System” icon.

In the System menu, press < & > to highlight the “Network Setting” icon.
Then press to confirm selection.

Press @ again to choose the “Wi-Fi Set” icon.

In the next submenu, the “AP Mode” is already selected by default.
Press “AP mode” twice to confirm this default selection.
